Dr. Amy Sze holds a Doctor of Musical Arts and Master of Music from the Eastman School of Music, where she was awarded the
prestigious Performer’s Certificate, prior to which she had studied at the Hong Kong Academy for Performing Arts since the age of
ten. Her teachers include Gabriel Kwok, Nelita True and John Perry. She was the recipient of numerous scholarships including the Avis
D. Vaughn Scholarship, the Sir Edward Youde Memorial Scholarship and the Hong Kong Jockey Club Music and Dance Fund Overseas
Scholarship.

Amy Sze has won many prizes and awards, and performances have taken her to different continents over the years. She has
appeared as a concerto soloist with various orchestras, including the Texas Fort Worth Chamber Orchestra, the Hong Kong
Philharmonic Orchestra, the Hong Kong Sinfonietta, and the Eastman Symphony Orchestra. She has also performed in recital and as
a chamber musician at major international festivals including the Aspen Music Festival, the Cliburn Piano Institute, the Harbin
Summer Music Festival and the Salzburg Mozarteum Academy. She was featured in Hong Kong Sinfonietta's Beethoven Piano
Concerto Cycle, performing Beethoven's Piano Concerto No. 2, and in the Sinfonietta's CD release "This is Classical Music 3"
performing Saint-Saéns’ Carnival of the Animals. She was also invited to perform in the Beethoven Piano Sonatas Marathon in Vienna,
along with other celebrated pianists from different parts of the world, which saw the first Hong Kong-Vienna Music Festival. In 2022,
she had the privilege to participate in the 25th anniversary of the HKSAR and perform for Chinese President Xi Jinping and his wife
during their visit to Hong Kong.

As an avid chamber musician, Amy Sze has collaborated with various distinguished artists, notably Derek Bermel, David Childs, Peter
Cooper, Benedict Cruft, Amihai Grosz, Yoshiyuki Ishikawa, Takako Nishizaki, Raphael Severe and John Williams. She was also a
member of the Eastman Chamber Music Society, which engages in outreach projects and charity concerts in public schools and
community centres. An active performer of contemporary music, she has appeared as featured artist in various festivals, including
the Contemporary Song Festival of the Intimacy of Creativity, the Hong Kong New Generation Concert, the International Society for
Contemporary Music Festival, and the French May Festival.

Amy Sze is currently on the faculty of the Hong Kong Academy for Performing Arts, the Hong Kong University of Science and
Technology, the University of Hong Kong and the Hong Kong Baptist University. She was also previously a teaching assistant in piano
studies, accompaniment and chamber music at the Eastman School of Music. She is a Trinity College London music diploma
examiner, and frequently serves on jury panels for scholarships and competitions and has been on the music advisory committee for
her alma mater, the Hong Kong Academy for Performing Arts and St. Paul’s Co-educational College.
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Hong Kong pianist Jacqueline Leung is acclaimed for her ‘musicality, intelligence and technical
finesse’, having performed with top musicians and at international festivals and venues. She is
the recipient of the Antena 2 Classical Music Award in Portugal and performed as a solo recitalist
at the Hong Kong City Hall as part of the "Our Music Talents” series.

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A native of Singapore, Benjamin Loh first obtained his B.Sc. in Economics from the Wharton School of Business, University of Pennsylvania.
Subsequently, he studied at the Manhattan School of Music, where he graduated with a Master of Music in Piano Performance as a student of Dr.
Marc Silverman. While a student in Singapore, he studied with the late Mrs. Lucien Wang. Since returning to Singapore, he has successfully
balanced the role of teacher and performer. Many of his students have won prizes in local and international piano competitions, and others have
continued their musical training at prestigious institutions such as The Juilliard School, Cleveland Institute of Music, Eastman School of Music,
Manhattan School of Music, Ecole Normale de Musique de Paris, Purcell School, Royal College of Music (UK) and Mozarteum University. As a
performer, he is often heard in chamber music concerts, and performs locally as well as abroad.

Mr. Loh very much in demand as a teacher and has given lectures and master classes in Singapore, Malaysia, Thailand, Indonesia, Hong Kong,

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German pianist Jonas Stark, winner of the Hong Kong International Piano Competition 2022, has performed
extensively through all major German cities, France, the Netherlands, the UK, Ireland, Poland, Slovakia, Austria,
Switzerland, Italy, Russia, China and Australia. As a soloist in piano concertos he appeared with the Heidelberger
Philharmoniker, Deutsche Radio Philharmonie, Duisburger Philharmoniker, Norddeutsche Philharmonie, MUnchener
Kammerorchester and Haydn Philharmonie under the baton of Marin Alsop, Marcus Bosch, Martin Fratz, Dietger Holm
and Kahchun Wong.

After his Bachelor of Music at
the HfM Saar, Germany with Professor Thomas Duis in 2018 he studied Master and Professional Diploma with Professor
lan Fountain at the Royal Academy of Music in London. Since 2021 Jonas is studying Soloklasse with Professor Roland
Kriger at the HMTM Hanover where he is also holding a teaching position for piano since 2023.

He has performed in major Italian venues
and festivals such as the Teatro Carlo Felice in Genoa, the Teatro la Fenice in Venice, and the Maggio Musicale
Fiorentino in Florence, as well as at the Festival dei Due Mondi in Spoleto, the Festival Pucciniano in Torre del
Lago, and the Maggio della Musica in Naples. His concert activity has taken him to Russia, Israel, United
Kingdom, Spain, Austria, and Switzerland. He made his solo debut at the age of seventeen with the Orchestra
del Carmine in Florence, performing Chopin’s Piano Concerto No. 1. He has since collaborated with the
Orchestra Toscana Classica and the “Nuova Klassica” Orchestra in Rome.

In 2017, on the recommendation of Yegana AKkhundova, he was selected for an advanced intensive course at the
Tchaikovsky Conservatory in Moscow, promoted by the Accademia del Maggio Musicale Fiorentino. In 2022 he
completed his Master’s Degree in Piano Performance at Buchmann-Mehta School of Music (Tel Aviv University)
where he graduated with “Magna cum Laude”, studying piano with Emanuel Krasovsky and supported by the
“Adler-Buchmann International Program awards full-tuition scholarships for outstanding international
students”.

Since November 2024, he has been Professor of Piano at the Conservatory “Giuseppe Martucci” in Salerno.

In 2024, he also began a long-term collaboration with ICAMus, devoted to the interpretation and promotion of
the American piano repertoire.
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
